Section 1: Assessing the Quality of Special Education Classrooms and Programs (4 
units) 
This workshop will provide the participants with tools that will allow them to assess a classroom to evaluate 
the quality of the program.  In particular, we will provide training in the following areas: 

!" Classroom Climate Data:  Participants will learn how to use a partial interval recording system to collect 
data on instructions, praise statements, and negative statements delivered by classroom staff and com-
pare these data to classroom expectations. 

!" Communication Data:  Participants will learn how to use a partial interval recording system to assess 
the use of Augmentative and Alternative Communication devices and how classroom staff promote com-
munication within the classroom setting.  Participants will also learn how to compare these data to class-
room expectations. 

!" Individualized Education Plan (IEP) Checklist:  Participants will learn to assess the quality of IEP 
goals based on critical criteria.  There will be an emphasis on ensuring that the baseline levels have 
quantitative values.  In addition, there will be a focus on ensuring that the IEP goals are specific and 
measurable. 

!" Functional Assessment (FA) and Behavior Intervention Plan (BIP) Checklist:  Participants will learn 
to assess the quality of an FA and BIP based on critical criteria.  There will be an emphasis on assessing 
the thoroughness of the FA in determining the function of the behavior as well as ensuring that the BIP is 
based on the function of the behavior. 

Section 2:  Ethics and Professionalism:  Behavior Analysis in Practice (3 units) 
The purpose of this workshop is to provide the participants with critical thinking skills and communication 
skills related to ethical practices as a behavior analyst in clinical settings.  In particular, we will provide train-
ing in the following areas: 
 
!" The Behavior Analyst Certification Board’s (BCBA) Task List and Guidelines of Ethical Conduct:  

Participants will review the specific BCBA code of ethics.  They will divide into groups and discuss sce-
narios related to challenges with which behavior analysts are often faced in a clinical setting.  Partici-
pants in this workshop will discuss with each other ways of addressing these challenges. 

 

!" Strategies for Professional Interactions:  Participants will learn about the book How to Win Friends 
and Influence People by Dale Carnegie from a behavior analytic perspective.  Participants will role play 
situations in which behavior analysts are often faced.  They will practice communicating in a professional 
way based on the techniques discussed throughout the workshop.
